The program will require successful applicants to work one day per week for a 12-week semester. Work

will be conducted in the VNPA office in Carlton or online.

Who are we looking for?

Some knowledge of the dire situation our critically endangered native grasslands face would be
helpful.

You are currently undertaking a course in the field of ecology, biology, environmental science, or other
environmental studies, or communications.

You can demonstrate a strong passion for conservation and the sustainable management of Victoria’s
natural heritage and national parks, and grasslands in particular, in line with the VNPA and GPN
visions.

You can commit to one day a week for the semester duration.

You are reliable, communicative, and able to work both independently and as part of a team.

You possess excellent organisational, administrative and computer skills.

Knowledge of Victoria’s plants and animals is highly regarded

Previous involvement in an environmental citizen-science or volunteer program is an asset.
